The rapid increase in the number of displaced
individuals has led to a flow of people into
emergency shelters across Lebanon. As of
September 28, there were 785 collective shelters
open, of which 551 had reached full capacity.
UNRWA continues to open new shelters to increase
capacity throughout the country. (1) (2)

The worsening security situation across the
country has impacted UNRWA's health capabilities:
(2)

- As of September 30, only 6 clinics were operational
in the north of the country: three in Baalbek and
three in the northern region of Lebanon.

- Only two clinics remain open in central Lebanon
(Dbayeh Camp and Burj Hammoud), while the clinics
in Shatila, Burj al-Barajneh, and the Beirut clinic
have closed due to airstrikes on the city, staff
displacement, and transportation challenges.

- In Sidon, three out of eight clinics have been closed.
Due to local unrest, the clinics in Nabatieh, Adloun,
and Ghazieh have also shut down. The clinics in the
vicinity of Tyre (the Rashidiyeh and Bass camps) are
operating on an emergency basis, and the clinic in
Burj al-Shamali is temporarily closed.

Corinne Fleischer, the Regional Director of the
World Food Programme, reported that ‘Lebanon is
on the brink of collapse and cannot withstand
another war. Further escalation would be
extremely harmful to the residents of the region,
who have already endured so much.' (3)

The state of food insecurity in Lebanon has
worsened due to hostilities, and it is expected to
affect 1.26 million people, equivalent to a quarter
of the population. More than 85,000 children are
facing severe food deprivation, putting them at risk
of acute stunting and increased mortality. (4)

The “Economist” magazine reported that public
squares and beaches in Beirut are crowded with
displaced individuals from southern Lebanon and
the southern suburbs of the city, where the
fortunate ones sleep on mattresses and cover
themselves with blankets."”
